Minutes from jpc meeting Sunday 18th February 2001

Matters arising:

1. The new constitution has been passed onto college for ratification by RM, including changes to committee roles.

2. CONCOM; this is at 1:15 in the Thomas Gray Room on the 1st March. You should forward any issues that you wan to bring up to RM before the end of the month. Issues already raised are rent period of 10 weeks; the payment for the carpet in M staircase; standardisation of kitchen standards across college accommodation (We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all kitchens are created equal, and that they are endowed by their architect with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Hobs, Microwaves and the Pursuit of Culinary Sufficiency); and the issue of communal areas in hostels.

3. The Costs and Access meeting will be held on Tuesday 27th February at 10am, with RM, AH, and HA to attend. Issues to be raised will include; the rent increases to reduce the subsidy gap. This will probably be what was previously agreed i.e. the lowest increase suggested by the Bursars report. Also we need to clarify how the rents are calculated; do we, for example, pay for the upkeep of the Gardens? Subsidise conference guest and their facilities? Etc. Also the possibility of some rooms in college being converted to ensuite. HA is looking into setting up another scheme, similar to the St. John’s EAGLE scheme, in the are surrounding Pembroke House. HA is will also be organising an access committee meeting which will be sometime this weekend. E-mail HA for more info.

4. Committee Reports

· LO mentioned Indian formal hall on Wednesday 21st February and that the Fellow-Student Formal Hall is on Monday 26th February. Everyone please sign up and encourage others to do so as well. Need to check that this has become a permanent fixture in the college diary. LO also said that at the next catering committee meeting KFC charges will come under discussion and that the Bursar will attend. LO to sort out the table football table; we need more balls ~10 or 11, also consider option of being able to use two ten pence pieces instead of a twenty thereby neatly devaluing the twenty pence piece within Pembroke. With regards to handover dinner, we are getting a bottle per person on sale or return. The dress code is smart, RM to notify people.

· HA: Katie at CUSU hasn’t yet contacted her about the shadowing scheme so no news there yet. HA went to training meeting about Target Schools, and will soon be running training sessions for us. MC volunteered to help with shadowing on Friday as HA won’t be here.

· KB attended teaching committee meeting instead of MC. They want us to consider setting up an education committee similar to the one founded in 1997. MC and KB to look into that. KB will see Dr. Wormald on Monday 19th February to talk about Hardship funds and will report back next week.
