Matters arising:

1.Handover Process – some handover packs still to be finished (or written?!) others have been given to the incoming officers. Ben will meet individually with the new officers at some point this week.

2.CUSU Council Feedback – Apparently there was lots of clapping and an accidental appointing of the Northern Representative. This was Suzy’s first taste of Cambridge’s political hotbed which she much enjoyed. Suzy and Ben reported on some of the topics discussed: childcare, road safety and scientific reports. CUSU are looking into the accommodation provisions made for students with children.
