Matters Arising

1) Presentation of suggested college bar renovations

· Gwen Baron, interior designer, came to present the plans for the new bar. Key points included:

· there will be extra seating
· air-conditioning is problematic to install because the JP is in a listed building. An air vent on the chimney which will suck up air is the most she can do. She suggested hiring portable air-conditioning for bops etc.

· when asked if it would be possible to open the windows instead, she said that only the top panels would be able to be opened, due to regulations requiring the bottom panels to be filled in.

· the old juke-box will be re-installed.

· It will be possible to install taps for about 2 real ales/ciders. Ben J to email her about this.

· Big screen – will not be installed. There will be a little one for Neil and another television in the bar. 

· Food will be served – freshly prepared baguettes, ciabattas, sushi(?!) etc. She said that Ken Smith was keen to do this, partly so college would not lose out so much to Smileys/Fitzbillies etc. A swipe-till will be installed, suggesting that payment may well be via swipe cards. The times that food will be served has not been decided. 

· A vending machine for hot drinks will be installed, probably to replace one of the two soft drinks ones. Bit pointless to have two!

· Doors – the double doors between the JP and the pool-room cannot be removed. The detail from them has to be copied on the new door into the JP because it is a listed building. 
· Swipe lock into JP will be installed at the same time as the renovations. The three doors into the bar will be made so that they can all be used as entrances, to make use of the area more flexible.
· Gwen does not envisage any delay. However, there will be a temporary bar in the New Cellars over the summer which could be used in Freshers’ Week if the new bar is not finished. 
2) Use of the Old Cellars

· Suggestions included:

· Making it a bookable space
· Having a piano in there

· Using it as a party room for bops
3) The room in H staircase

· It was suggested that it could be used as an art room 

· The room in O staircase may have more light in which case it would be a better room for this purpose

· Use H as a storage room?

· Put a sewing machine in H?
