Matters Arising:

· Feedback from last week – Miranda and Sarah endeavoured (well, tried quite hard, at least) to alter the date of Halfway Hall. ST has been in contact with the kitchens and Ken Smith but the weekends either side are fully booked because of events such as Regatta dinner and History dinner. It looks like the dinner will have to stay on the 14th. MS stated firmly that this must not happen again (Chris then pointed out that it can’t happen for another 7 years, so this committee at least won’t have to sort it out!) Bertie has received the seating plan from Graham and will be ably assisted by the 2nd years on the JPC with seating arrangements for this year. MS will look after arrangements for the disco on the evening. 

MS reported on the outcome of the vote on whether a Christian event should take place in the bar (7 were against it taking place, 6 for and 1 abstention). It will now be held in N7 and Miranda received a nice email from the guy who was trying to arrange it, thanking the JPC for our help. 

· Bop finances – all receipts for expenses incurred by the bop need to be put in Clare’s pigeon hole by this Wednesday (note to self!) and then we can get a cheque off to the Meningitis Trust. 

· Gender Agenda – Shuman explained the situation of this publication that deals with women’s issues, which he stated was ‘alright, I guess’. None of the JPC seem to be avid readers and most had never even heard of it, making it a little difficult to vote on this one. At the next CUSU Council, the Women’s Union are proposing that either each college give them £25 or CUSU fork out £600 so that the last 2 editions can be printed. After much debate, we decided that Pembroke JP should not give £25 (1 vote for giving £25 and 11 against) and then voted on whether CUSU should give £600 for the printing of Gender Agenda (4 for £600 from CUSU, 4 against and 3 abstentions). MS and SB will vote one for and one against at the next council.

· CUSU stuff – Suzy listed the issues that will be raised at the next council, inc. the anti-racism committee, disabled access etc. SB sent out an email about the White Paper. We need to decide what action we take, if any, as a college in light of the White Paper. Anne Campbell, MP for Cambridge, will be at Queens’ 9pm on Tuesday for an emergency Top-Up Fees meeting. And, Shuman – bless him – has offered to write something about the W paper for the JP newsletter so that everyone know what is happening.

· Posters – there seems to be much confusion about posters and this was probably the most controversial issue of the evening! We are all going to take responsibility for stamping posters and collecting them from the porters, as well as removing old posters. The JP stamp is in the JP pigeon hole. Remember to take some through to the boards outside the JP. 

· Vom Com – It was decided by the older, and invariably, much wiser members of the JPC that there has never been quite so much puke in Pembroke. It was always in the loos or over the bushes, and usually after boatie dinner. It seems that the JPC (or Miranda) are cleaning other people’s vom up far too often. Whilst not encouraging the college to become more draconian, it was decided that we would forge a solution at the next Con Com (apparently this Thursday, but I’ll check).

· Formal Hall swipe in – Ramesh asked whether anything could be done about the current system of having to swipe in for a veggie meal and then an alternative starter when it is randomly smoked salmon. CG thought that a solution to this would be hard to come by as the programmer doesn’t live in this country anymore.

· Hustings and Open Meeting – It was a bit of a shame that no one came (well, apart from the faithful 7!). Hopefully, hustings will be a crowd puller this time as people clamour for the very sexy jobs of Vicey, Hostels, Access, Welfare and Green (just look at the lovely ladies who hold these positions now!). Hustings will be held on Sunday 9th February and the elections will be on Wednesday 12th. It was decided that we would adhere to the constitution (naturally) and hold the election mid-way through term, although this might mean less people will vote in the CUSU elections. A variety of reasons were put in favour of a mid-way election, inc. that a week is not long enough at the end of term to handover and mainly we are knackered old third years who desperately need to do some work!
