MINUTES

Freshers’ Week Open Meeting

10th October 2004

Members of jpc present: Iva Gaberova, Sarah Kaiser, Sophie Bolden, Aaron Harper, Jenny Peachey, Nick Allen, Varsha Jagadesham, Lyndsay M. Coo, Amit Shah.

1. CUSU Pres, Wes Streeting, talked of CUSU’s role at university level, how CUSU integrated into colleges, and what actions were planned for this year.

2. Welfare and Graduates’ CUSU Officer, Richard Reid, described his role and spoke of future campaigns/initiatives e.g. Safety Campaign (lighting up Parker’s Piece), Find the Missing 3000, Quality of Mind. 

3. jpc External Officer, Sarah Kaiser, explained how college students are represented at CUSU Council, by herself and the jpc president. She explained the opportunity for students to devise motions, with the intent of taking these to council: students were told to consult with Sarah.
4. jpc President, Iva Gaberova, raised the issue of the recent increase in Formal Hall prices (£6 per Pembrokian student, £8 per guest). She explained that the high prices might be due to formal hall occurring every night. Interest was gauged on decreasing the frequency of formal hall. Interest for decreasing the frequency was present, yet on the criteria that formal hall prices did decrease also. 

5. Bar Art. Students expressed interest in developing Bar Art, and using jpc money to do so. Photographs were floated as possible works. 

6. jpc Welfare Officer, Amit Shah, announced the times of his drop-in sessions: even Sundays 4-5, in S15. jpc LBGT Officer, Aaron Harper, announced his: same time, place, yet odd Sundays. jpc Womens’ Officer, Jenny Peachey- times TBA.

7. Amit informd the students about the Freshers’ Week Feedback Form.

8. Bar Prices. The issue of the increase in bar prices was raised from the floor. However, Iva responded by saying that the jpc would be liasing with college, and that this issue would be discussed at a later date.
