1.  Intruder in 2 Selwyn Gardens

4. Cusu Council

· There is a Cusu Council meeting on Wednesday 22nd October during which Cusu will try and pass the motion to implement an Ethical Affairs Policy, it was discussed that Lucy and Joe would vote in favour of this with JPC backing.

5. Welfare – Breast Cancer

· Amelia suggested buying breast checking kits for the female members of the JP using the JPC budget, this should not prove very costly and will promote breast cancer awareness and vigilance.
6. Homosexuality and Religion discussion groups

· Amelia and Will discussed the possibility of having discussion groups on religion and homosexuality with the Dean who was positive about the idea; as are the JPC.
· Possibility of having Ian McKellen to speak at Pembroke was discussed and people thought this would be a very successful event if possible to achieve.
